20 Modest Town Baptist Church and relished opportunities to attend Sunday services with her family; and
21 WHEREAS, Madison Wessells touched countless lives through her generosity and commitment to
22 excellence as a medical professional, a volunteer, and an example for others; and
23 WHEREAS, Madison Wessells will be fondly remembered and greatly missed by her parents, Virgil
24 and Ann; her sister, Delaney; her fiancé, Kendle; and numerous other family members and friends; now,
